Literacy

The children will continue to work on sentence
construction and simple punctuation. They will
begin to look at question marks and the use of
speech marks. They will look at different forms
of writing and be encouraged to use their
imaginations and write stories using simple
settings and building profiles of characters. We
will continue our weekly comprehension tasks,
spellings, handwriting and reading.
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Numeracy We will be encouraging the children to count
larger numbers by grouping into 5's & 10's. To count in
multiples of ten and add multiples of ten o a 2-digit
number. We will be looking at capacity, estimating then
measuring using non-standard units of measurements and
recording their findings. We will learn addition and
subtraction facts for pairs of numbers that total up to 9.
